Analysis Summary Report.  The teachers are concerned about a district guided reading program, phonics, vocabulary, math, and writing skills.  We 

studied all of our subgroups for all students in the areas of reading and math and made determinations on how to work on the work in those 

academic areas.  We will strive to increase accountability and achievement for all students by designing quality lessons that are engaging to our 

students.  Our strength is reading and we will continue to improve our work in the area of mathematics.  We want all of our third grade students to 

pass the TAKS reading test for SSI promotion.  The Aikman staff will continue to provide continuous assessment of learning.  Measurable results 

and data will provide vital feedback for improvement of working on the work to increase student achievement.  Incentives will be provided on a 

weekly basis to encourage daily attendance.  The staff will continue to participate in staff development workshops to enhance the delivery of their 

lessons and student performance.
